He has a B.S. in Biology (specializing in Cell Biology), an M.A. in History (specializing in History of
Science), an M.S. in Library Science (specializing in Archives), and a Ph.D. in Information and Library Science
(specializing in Archives and Cultural Informatics), all from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.
